Criteria:

1. The applicant must be a graduate of MVRHS, Charter School, Falmouth Academy or Home School, verifiable United States citizen, Resident of Martha’s Vineyard and enrolled freshman in a four year or two year accredited college or vocational school. 

2. Class ranking, Academic Achievement and effort must meet the standards as set forth by the NAACP Scholarship Committee.

3. Parent, Guardian or Applicant must be a member of the MV/NAACP.

4. The applicant’s family must demonstrate financial need verifiable by a current attached 10-40 form.  (NOTE:  All financial information submitted by an applicant family will be considered confidential and will not be shared with any other party.) 

5. The applicant must have completed a minimum of three months of community service.  This service can be part of a school requirement or associated with an established town or church program as long as the involvement is verifiable.

6. Written essay, double-spaced with a minimum of 600 words not to exceed 1000 words on one of the following topics:

a. Family – Describe how your family or a family member has played a significant role in your life.  
b. Personal experience – Write a true first person narrative about an experience you have had that was particularly moving or memorable.
c. Activities outside of school – Describe an activity you have been involved in outside of school over a period of time and explain how you have contributed to and benefited from it.
7. The applicant must submit two recommendation letters.  One letter from a class room teacher and one from an administrator.  

8. As part of the decision process, an applicant may be asked to meet with the NAACP Scholarship Committee.
